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Persistent pencil case problems

Just a reminder that children should not have felt tips or gel pens in their pencil cases as we do
not allow them to be used in exercise books. When these are needed for artwork etc, we have
class supplies. Coloured pencils are needed for lessons though.

Children should not be bringing novelty items into school such as erasable pens, scented
erasers, oversized items, glitter pens etc etc.

Pencil cases should be small and compact enough to fit into children’s drawers. Some children
are bringing in enormous pencil cases (and sometimes more than one!) and these take up a lot
of room scattered around the classroom if they cannot fit in drawers to be put away safely and
neatly at the end of lessons. Similarly, if children are bringing in novelty stationery items it
frequently causes problems, especially when they start swapping or losing things.
