Important: current Year 2 children, free school
meals

When children move into Key Stage Two, they are no longer eligible for universal infant free school meals.
However Your child may be able to get free school meals if you get any of the following:

Income Support
income-based Jobseeker’s Allowance
income-related Employment and Support Allowance
support under Part VI of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999
the guaranteed element of Pension Credit
Child Tax Credit (provided you’re not also entitled to Working Tax Credit and have an annual gross income
of no more than £16,190)
Working Tax Credit run-on - paid for 4 weeks after you stop qualifying for Working Tax Credit
Universal Credit - if you apply on or after 1 April 2018 your household income must be less than £7,400 a
year (after tax and not including any benefits you get)
Your child may also get free school meals if you get any of these benefits and your child is both:
e younger than the compulsory age for starting school
e in full-time education
If you do not qualify for most benefits (also known as having ‘no recourse to public funds’), your child
may still be eligible for free school meals. Please ask at the office about how to apply if you are unsure.

Year 6 assessment results 2025

If you have noticed that the Year 6 children have big smiles on their faces this week, it’s because
they received their SATs results and we couldn’t be more proud of how well they have done:

Reading:  81% at the expected standard (or above) national -75 %
47% at the higher standard

Writing: 94% at the expected standard (or above) national — 74%
31% at the higher standard

Maths: 81% at the expected standard (or above) national — 75%
19% at the higher standard

GPS 88% at the expected standard (or above) national — 72%
38% at the higher standard

Science 82% at the expected standard national — 82%

There is no higher standard for science

Reading + Writing + Maths (this is known as the combined score)
75% at the expected standard (or above) national -62 %
13% at the higher standard

This is a fantastic set of results which are very much deserved — Year 6 children have worked
incredibly hard this year. The tests do not only assess the learning from Year 6, but across the
whole of Key Stage Two, so it is definitely a team effort; however special thanks (and well
dones!) to both Miss Walkers for helping the children to revise and for preparing them so well
for the tests.
