Attendance Letters 
Tomorrow, attendance letters will be coming home for children whose attendance is currently 

falling below expectations. 

We completely understand that during the winter months many children experience coughs, 

colds, and other illnesses, and we appreciate how challenging this can be for families. At the same 

time, we have a duty to keep parents informed about attendance levels and to support children 

in attending school as regularly as possible. 

The expectation for attendance is 95%. Attendance below 90% is classed nationally as ‘persistent 

absence’, and this can have a significant impact on a child’s learning, progress, and sense of 

belonging at school.
