School dinner prices 
We have received notification from Herts Catering that due to increases in food prices and staff 

costs, the cost of a school dinner is increasing to £3.55 from 1st April.  

 

Please do check your eligibility for free school meals; the school office can help you apply: 

Your child can get a free school meal if you receive any of the following: 
Income Support 

Income-based Jobseekers Allowance 

Income-related Employment and Support Allowance 

Support under Part VI of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999 

The guaranteed element of State Pension Credit 

Child Tax Credit (as long as you’re not also entitled to Working Tax Credit and you don't get more than £16,190 a 

year) 

Working Tax Credit run-on (paid for 4 weeks after you stop qualifying for Working Tax Credit) 

Universal Credit (with annual earned income of no more than £7,400 after tax and not including any benefits you 

get). 

  

 

Apply today if you receive any of these benefits. It takes 5 mins and in most cases we can tell you

In our assembly this week we talked about Mothering Sunday and how it enables us 

to give thanks, not only for mothers, but for all the people who care for us, love and 

nurture us, whether they are family, friends, teachers, or carers. 

We talked about the origins of Mothering Sunday, which began hundreds of years 

ago in England as a day called "Laetare Sunday" or "Refreshment Sunday," which is 

the fourth Sunday of Lent. Laetare means “rejoice,” and it was a day for a little 

break from Lent, with families and communities coming together. 

Long ago, children as young as ten would leave their homes to work in big houses, 

called “going into service.” On Mothering Sunday, they were allowed to return 

home and visit their families, bringing a small gift, sometimes a “simnel cake,” for 

their mothers.  Now, Mothering Sunday is about showing gratitude to people who 

care for us, no matter who they are. 

We also reflected on the qualities St Paul encourages us to imitate in our Bible 

passage from his letter to the Colossians: 

·      Compassion 

·      Kindness 

·      Humility 

·      Gentleness 

·      Patience 

·      Forgiveness 

·      Love 

·      Thankfulness 

These qualities help us live together in peace and help us nurture one another, so 

that together, we can make the world a better place. 

Our service in church this Sunday is Holy Communion at 9.15am

Helping Children Sleep Well 
 

Good sleep is essential for children’s learning, concentration, and emotional wellbeing. During 

sleep, the brain processes and stores what children have learned during the day, helping them 

remember new information and build skills. Without enough sleep, children may find it harder to 

focus, follow instructions, and manage their emotions. 

 

Simple ways to support good sleep at home: 
 

Keep a routine – Aim for the same bedtime and wake-up time each day 

 

Create a calm wind-down – Reading a bedtime story, drawing, or quiet music helps children relax 

 

Share a bedtime story – This helps children settle while also building language, imagination, and 

a love of reading 

 

Limit screens – Turn off devices at least an hour before bed 

 

Stay active – Daily exercise and outdoor play help children feel ready for sleep 

 

Make bedrooms sleep-friendly – Cool, dark, and quiet spaces work best 

 

Children who sleep well are better able to concentrate, remember what they have learned, and 

stay calm and positive in class. Small, consistent habits can make a big difference over time.
